Basildon Park is a striking Palladian house built between 1776 and 1783 by John Carr for Sir Francis Sykes who had made his fortune in India. 
Today it is a fantastic example of how a passion for architecture and landscape and an attachment to a beautiful home and perhaps most of all perseverance, can keep grand dreams alive. After many turbulent years Lord and Lady lliffe restored the house in the 1950s to its former grandeur. Later they gave it to the National Trust.
The house has rich interiors and includes an Octagon Room where you will see paintings by the 18th century artist Pompeo Batoni. Elsewhere we will see drawings and paintings
by Graham Sutherland and many other modern paintings, some lent for a special exhibition lent by the Arts Council. After exploring the house and gardens we will have lunch (not included) before driving some 10 miles to David Harber's sundial complex.
 David Harber, who is one off the world's leading dialists, has very kindly invited us to visit his beautiful garden complex where we will see examples of his garden sculptures, sundials and water features.
 He brings an uniquely contemporary perspective to the sundial. Combining sculptural art with precision engineering we will see a range of beautiful shapes encompassing the age old components of the sundial face and the shadow casting gnomon used since the dawn of civilisation. If he is present he will give a short talk on his work.
 We will also see water features; some made in copper others in bronze, brass or stainless steel - all reflecting light, movement and sound.
